Ukrainian Christian Refugees Helped with Your Gifts! 

 

Apartment house destroyed 
through Russian bombing in 
Mariupol, Ukraine, where 40% 
of whole town has been close 
to obliterated.  
 
Over six million refugees have 
escaped so far from Ukraine 
into different European 
countries.  
 
 

   But, the reality was far different. We tried to 
stay calm, monitoring the situation every half 
hour, grappling with constant fear and confusion 
in the search for truth.  Cherkasy, situated at the 
geographical heart of Ukraine and on the Dnipro 
river, is distanced 200 km south of Kyiv and 400 
km north of Dnipro and Zaporizhya. I thought 
our location would afford us some safety, as the 
Ukrainians would defend Kyiv and the Dnipro 
river would act as a natural barrier. I hadn't 
considered the threat of missile strikes.  
 
   Experiencing the first air raid sirens and 
seeking shelter in a dusty, unheated bomb shelter 
with my young children was terrifying. After 
several experiences like this, we chose to risk 
staying in our apartment during sirens for the 
health and sleep of our family. 
 
   On the sixth day, March 1st, the realization hit 
that this situation was only escalating. I began to 
think about getting my family to safety. Through 
prayer and fear, God led me to consult with my 
pastor who agreed that it was best to protect the 
children from the horrors unfolding around us. 
Despite the need to serve in the church during 
these difficult times, God gave me peace in the 
decision to leave. We made the decision at noon, 
planning to depart at 6am the next day. 
 

 

   Brother Alexander Tinjajev wrote: “I'm 
Ukrainian. I am the father of three young 
daughters aged 4, 6 and 8. My wife’s name 
is Lily. I served as an assistant pastor at the 
Christian Church in the city of Cherkasy, 
Ukraine.  
 
   The invasion began on February 24th, 
2022, and our initial hopes were that the 
conflict would be short-lived, perhaps only 
three days.

We packed quickly and began notifying 
our relatives and closest friends. By 3pm 
we had 20 people ready to accompany us, 
and by 6pm we had gathered a group of 65, 
primarily young families from our church. 
About 45 were children, and 
approximately 20 people were without 
their own vehicles. We managed to 
organize transport for everyone, and at 
6pm we held a church service, praying for 
God to guide us. 
 
We decided against going to the Polish or 
Moldovan borders due to heavy traffic, and 
chose Romania as our destination, aiming 
for the border after the Carpathians. We 
had one contact in Romania who promised 
to take us in, obtained through our partners 
who run Summer Camps, even though they 
got to know the contact only the day before 
sharing the contract with us, so the journey 
was fraught with risk. But we trusted in 
God's guidance. My brother-in-law agreed 
to co-lead the convoy with me. 
 
At 6am the next morning, we gathered 
outside the city at our meeting point. By 
6:30am all eight cars had arrived, and two 
more cars from other churches joined us, 
afraid to travel alone. So, our convoy now 
consisted of 10 cars. We set off on our 
journey. 
 
Over the next three days, God guided us 
through small villages to avoid traffic 
congestion. We made it to a Baptist church 
in western Ukraine on the first day, where 
we found food and shelter for the night. 
Here we were joined by another family 
from our city, bringing our convoy to a 
total of 11 cars and around 80 people. We 
reached and crossed the Romanian border 
at 2am on the second night. Local Caritas 
organization provided us with 
accommodation. The most challenging 
part of the journey was behind us, and we 
thanked God for His grace. 
 
 

On the third day at 9pm, we arrived at the 
Village of Hope, an orphanage near Oradea in 
Ineu, owned by Marvin Lane and his 
foundation from the United States. Even 
though we were assured we would all fit at the 
Village of Hope, space proved to be limited. It 
fell to me to decide who would sleep where. 
Our family was the last to find a place, 
receiving a small about 9x9 feet room in a 
house with Romanian orphans. Despite its size, 
it was enough for our weary family. 
 
   We remained at Ineu for two weeks, where I 
acted as a group representative due to my 
English proficiency. The time was demanding, 
with numerous people bringing aid and 
requiring coordination. Illnesses, emergencies, 
and hospital visits were frequent, with about 50 
people sharing a single house and two smaller 
groups occupying separate houses. I found 
strength in my faith, knowing God was using 
me to assist everyone. 
 
   In two weeks, we had to move again to make 
room for incoming Ukrainian orphans. I had to 
distribute the group into various Christian 
homes, all thanks to connections God had 
provided within two weeks. Peter Lucaciu and 
his ministry from Beius agreed to take the 
majority of us. Some of our members elected to 
continue their journey, while the rest chose to 
stay with us. By this point, we had grown to 
nearly 100 people. 
 
   I'm now pastoring in Oradea since early 
summer 2022, God arranged here a Ukrainian 
Church (without a name though) that receive 
around 100 (sometime more, sometime less) 
Ukrainians every Thursday. 
 
    Once we started to evacuate people -- we had 
children that we evacuated without parents or 
representatives, from different regions of 
Ukraine. For example there was a girl that I 
guided through evacuation from Sumy on the 
East -- she travelled through the whole country 
to Lviv where she was left alone unfortunately, 
so she made it to Romanian border alone by my 
guidance where we picked her up and took to 
Ineu near Oradea. 
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Above, a sample only of an extensive list, 
our mission was able to compile beside 
other lists, of over 480 elderly Baptist 
Christians most of them still alive, who 
suffered for the Christian faith in the 
former Soviet Union. The prison 
sentences amounted from 2 years, to as 
many as 18 years of communist prison. If 
considered together, their years of prison-
sentences shown in our abbreviated 
table, would most likely add up to over 
2,000 years of prison. The 4th and 5th 
column together, show year of birth and 
the most recent country they live in (like 
Ukraine, Russia, Kazakhstan, Belarus, 
etc.) We try obtaining exact addresses, so 
we may be able to send encouraging help 
to those still alive. We were able to send 
repeated help to about 120 such elderly 
Russian-speaking Christians and over 110 
speaking other languages. Many of their 
testimonies you can read in the monthly 
newsletter.

Ukrainian Christian Refugees 
Helped with your Gifts  

April 16, 2022*  
Dear contributors: 
   My gratitude to all who donated generously toward 
helping so many refugees from Ukraine, a true flood of 
displaced individuals. More than four million have 
escaped the current war and another three million are 
expected to come out.  If one reads the daily news, one 
will be convinced easily these are not exaggerated 
figures. These are persons who flee from extensive 
bombing and continuing total destructions of whole 
towns. 
   It happens that my birth country, Romania, and the 
Republic of Moldova (also a Romanian language 
country) have together the longest common border with 
Ukraine. At the same time, Romania is one of the poorest 
countries in the European Union and Moldova is 
economically worse. Between Romania and Moldova so 
far, one million Ukrainians have sought asylum  
already.  Refugees come at times at the rate of 10,000 
every 24 hours. * Most of these refugees are women 
with 3 to 8 children. Fortunately, many other countries in 
Europe and North America are accepting to resettle these 
refugees if they can arrive there. Many churches outside 
Romania, have sent transportation means, like buses and 
even chartered flights. These refugees speak Ukrainian 
and Russian. Here and there, the communality of the 
Romanian language is of help, since some closer to the 
border localities like the university town of Czernowitz 
(name in German, Cernauti in Romanian) where my 
mother was born, used to be part of Romania before 
WWII. Some of the younger generation might have a 
little knowledge of English. Through many dependable 
contacts of many years in Romania, we concentrated on 
helping with local Romanian currency of US $200 to 
$2,000 per family of Christian believers-refugees. 
Many came out with hardly more than the shirt on their 
back.  There were miles-long lines at the border. Through 
the local Christians who deserve all praise, we provide 
pocket money given in hand for food and believers’ 
lodging for a few days, until there is a partial resolution 
as to near- future plans of settling some place somehow 
or moving-on further to other countries. $2,000 seems to 
be a large sum for an elderly couple who could escape 
but most couples come out with larger groups of 10 to 15 
children and grandchildren. Just as one example, we paid 
for a Victoria village home, $6,000 for a one-month 
lodging and food for three adults and twelve children.  
Most of these refugees entertain the illusion of taking 
refuge out of their native country and their lodging and 
work, for a brief time but the way the news comes out on 
this prolonged war, I doubt this will be the case.  I believe 
these refugees will remain refugees for many years to 
come. We publish in these newsletters a few testimonies 
and some receipts of scores more, documenting what I 
wrote above.  
*(Update February 2024: Refugees still pour-in most 
days at the rate of 8,000-10,000!)
